TALK TOGETHER:

In Exodus 3:14, we (and Moses) learn God’s name. In the New Testament, Jesus helps us better
understand God by adding descriptions that expands His nhame because Jesus loves us and wants us
to be in relationship with him. He even died for us, so that we can live in his love forever.

Read together the verses in John and talk about how the “| AM” statements
help you know more about God? Which “I AM” statement do you think would
be most helpful if someone was feeling lost? If they were feeling nervous
about their life?

Now take turns sharing a descriptive statement that tells something about ”& a

who you are. For example: “| am... a dancer; good at sports; friendly.” How

in a darkened room to try and tag each other with your light beam.
